The music department at Mansfield
University continues to move forward, and
the 2006-07 academic year has had many
highlights. Our Concert Choir traveled
to perform in San Antonio, Texas; our
Orchestra performed at the Kimmel Center
in Philadelphia; our Jazz Band and Vocal Jazz
Ensembles hosted another successful Jazz
Festival on campus; the marching band was
featured at an International Military Tattoo;
the Concert Wind Ensemble produced
another high quality recording; our students
gave over 100 performances in solo recitals,
joint recitals, and ensemble recitals; our
faculty traveled nationally and internationally
to perform, present papers and more; our
technology program has seen the installation
of 2 new ProTools™ system and we are
working to create and produce television
broadcasts of concerts and special events
in cooperation with our communications
department. Indeed, Butler Music Center is
a beehive of activity — as it should be!

While I cannot highlight all of our faculty
and their many wonderful accomplishments,
I thought you might enjoy reading about two
colleagues, Dr. Youngsuck Kim and Mr. Ken
Filiano. Did you know that Dr. Youngsuck
Kim, professor of voice, performed as stage
director and conductor of the musical
“Godspell” by Stephen Schwarz at Gwangju
University, Gwangju / Korea, this past June?
Dr. Kim continues to represent Mansfield
University with distinction in an international
arena with professional activities like these.
He also organized and directed a Winter
Vocal Seminar for a group of 13 Korean
students and three faculty members who
stayed at Mansfield University during January
29th - February 3rd, 2007. They studied
voice and piano from Mansfield University

students and gave three concerts during the Seminar as well. Dr.
Kim performed as guest tenor soloist in a “Benefit Concert for
Korean Community Youth Center” at Youngseng Presbyterian Church
in Philadelphia and performed as Music Director and Organizer

of “Eternal Light: Concert for Our Departed Children (In Memory
of Virginia Tech. University Victims), at the Old Orchard United
Methodist Church in Cherry Hill, N.J. We are very fortunate to have
such an excellent faculty member as Dr. Kim who brings a tangible
international connection to our department and whose work is
exemplary and inspirational to us all.

Did you know that we have a number of adjunct artist-teachers
who bring excellent instruction and experience to our department?
This year, we welcomed a new bass instructor, Mr. Kenneth Filiano.
Mr. Filiano comes to us from New York and is teaching private bass
lessons, master class and is team-teaching our low strings methods
class. Thave had the pleasure of seeing Mr. Filiano’s teaching first
hand and I can say, as I would for all of my colleagues, he is truly
and outstanding teacher and musician. Just this year, Mr. Filiano
released a number of recordings which included; the Ken Filiano/
Steve Adams Duo, The Other Side of This; the Fay Victor Quartet,
Cartwheels through the cosmos; M. Marucci & D. Webb Trio feat;
Ken Filiano, 3 THE HARD WAY; Stephen Gauci Quartet, Wisps of An
Unknown Face; Saco Yasuma, Another Rain; Tomas Janzon, Coast
to Coast to Coast, and; Chris Chalfant, Book of Unstandards. Quite
impressive for one year! His performance list includes colleges,
orchestras, jazz fests (Like the Montreal Jazz Festival) and more. Mr.
Filiano is an excellent example of Mansfield University’s commitment
to bringing our students the finest teachers and performing artists
and he represents our adjunct faculty accomplishments with true
distinction.

MUSIC THERAPY PROGRAM
IS PLACED IN MORATORIUM

It is with deep sadness that I inform our readers of the closing
of our music therapy program. Despite the vehement support of
the department and our commitment to this valuable degree, the
department was notified in January of 2007 that a decision to no
longer accept music therapy majors would be implemented for the
Fall. The rationale the department was given was that the university
could not financially support this program and hoped that resources
could be diverted to other music related programs in an effort to
further strengthen our department. The number of majors in the
program had fallen over the past three years to just 24 students, and
while the department had a plan for increasing the enrollment in
this area, the decision to place this degree in moratorium had to be
made by administration. Current music therapy majors may remain
in the degree and the university is committed to seeing them through
their program, which may take up to three years.

At the same time, we are saying good-bye to Ms. Beth
Grovenstein, the founder of this program, who retires after 29
years at Mansfield University. Despite the placing of the program
in moratorium, Beth can look back on her many years and see the
ripple effect of her and her student’s work with the many clients

Choral Cues from Peggy Dettwiler,

Director of Choral Activities

I am writing to share my enthusiasm for the coming year’s choral
activities and for those who contribute to the choral music-making!

The first choral concert of the year will take place on Saturday,
October 27, at 8 pm. with the Annual Choral Collage, featuring all
five of the choral ensembles. A unique piece written by Deborah
Finestone, Mansfield alum MS ‘99, will be performed for the first
time in the Mansfield area by the Festival Chorus. “We are an
Ocean” is inspired by the notion that all people are linked with the
earth by the element of water, which is a major constituent of all
living matter. She uses sound effects and choreography to depict the
waves and an original text that bonds people together through love.

The theme for this year’s pair of holiday choral concerts is “Peace
on Earth.” Music for men’s, women’s, and mixed choirs that
features music focusing on or depicting peace in the sacred and
secular world will resound from Steadman Theatre on December 1
and the new Troy High School Auditorium on December 2. Songs
from the Renaissance to the Contemporary will be performed,
including, of course, familiar settings of O Holy Night, Silent Night,
and Dona Nobis Pacem. The performance will be recorded again
for television broadcast in the region.

On April 12 & 13, the Festival Chorus will perform Handel’s
Messiah, one of the best-loved oratorios of all time, with full
orchestra and soloists: Elizabeth Jacobs, Soprano; Deborah
Leyshon, Alto; Jason Auman, Tenor; and Thomas Jones, Bass. All
have studied voice in the Music Department at Mansfield University!
The performance will include all three parts of the oratorio which
depict the life of Jesus from Biblical prophecy, through the nativity,
passion, and resurrection to thanksgiving for the victory over death.

Members of the Concert Choir will prepare throughout the year
for the fifth triennial European Concert Tour. Plans are underway
for a 13-day tour in July of 2008 to Vienna, Eisenstadt, Ljubljana,
Trieste, and Venice, some of the most spectacular regions and cities
in Austria, Slovenia, and Italy. The tour will include participation
in the World Choral Olympics in Graz, Austria, where hundreds of
choirs from around the world will gather in festive competition for
Gold, Silver, and Bronze medals! (Of course, we hope to pick up
some of these trophies!)

Four students have been accepted to the graduate program in
Choral Conducting for the 2007-08 academic year. Briana Bailey
(Owings, MD) comes to us from Duquesne University; John H.
Hunter IT (Brooklyn, NY) has a B.A. in Church Music from Averett
University in Danville, Virginia; Masashi Kishimoto (Hyogo, Japan)
received a B.A. (2000) and Master of Fine Arts (2002), both in
Vocal Performance, from Osaka College of Music, and a Diploma
from the Tirol State Conservatory in Austria in 2005 (he has been
performing with SOUL, the Singers of United Lands, an international
group of vocalists who came to Mansfield last fall); and Christopher
Starr (Dalmatia, PA), who joins us with an undergraduate degree
from Susquehenna University (studying with the legendary Cyril
Stretansky, an MU graduate who was recently honored as the
Outstanding Alumnus). A resounding welcome to the newcomers
from the hills overlooking Tioga Valley!

A double compact disc recording will be available of the
performances by the Concert Choir, Festival Chorus, and Orchestra
of Mendelssohn’s Elijah that were performed this past spring by
almost 200 musicians on the Steadman Stage and in the Auditorium

of the Corning Museum of Glass. This was one of the finest and
most rewarding experiences for the musicians involved - many
commented on the inspiration this magnificent work evoked. 1
would like to recognize, in particular, the community singers who
volunteered to sing in the Festival Chorus. Their participation
brought this chorus to the highest level in my memory at MU!

Double Reed Studio

The Double Reed studio had an exciting fall 2006 as they
presented the 10th Annual Octoboefest! concert. To commemorate
the 10th anniversary, Dr. Sue Laib held a master class for middle and
high school double reeders in the afternoon to share some pointers
about playing oboe and bassoon, as well as to prepare several
works to play in the evening’s concert. Twelve students from grades
six through eleventh, comprised of nine oboes and 3 bassoons,
came from as far away as Rochester and Binghamton, NY, and Mill
Hall, PA, to spend the day playing, learning about, and listening to
double reeds. The guests joined the MU Double Reed Ensemble
in the perennial program opener of “Iwo Renaissance Dances” by
Tielman Susato, and then played several numbers on their own.
The program then proceeded with its usual variety of duets, trios,
and quartets performed by the members of the double reed studio
and Dr. Laib. The program ended with four numbers performed
by the full MU ensemble. An arrangement of the “Kyrie” from
Mozart’s Requiem was performed in memory of former Cleveland
Orchestra principal oboist, John Mack, who passed away this past
June. This was followed by Tchaikovsky’s “Danses des Petites
Cygnes,” conducted by sophomore bassoonist Julianne Schenck.
The penultimate work performed was the Ron Bukoff arrangement
of “Pocohontas,” which was premiered at the first Octoboefest!
back in 1997. The ensemble had originally planned to perform this
number senza conductor, but decided to throw in a little schtick
to bring on the conductor of the premier performance, Mr. Steve
McEuen. Assisting the endeavor were trombonists Chris Sheetz and
Jon Hummel, and Davey McEuen (now age seven). The program
closer was an arrangement by MU Jazz Ensemble lead trumpeter,
Dan Foster, of Herbie Hancock’s “Chameleon,” performed in honor
of the late Maynard Ferguson, who popularized the work back in
the mid ‘70s.

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MU ORCHESTRA PERFORMS

IN THE KIMMEL CENTER

Dr. Kenneth Sarch conducted the Mansfield University Symphony
Orchestra at the new Kimmel Center in Philadelphia April 20 in a
performance accompanying world-renowned Indian sitar artist Shafaatullah
Khan in his Concerto for Sitar and Orchestra “River of Strings.” The
concerto was orchestrated and conducted by Kenneth Sarch for its
world premiere at Mansfield University in December of 2004. Mr. Khan
invited the Mansfield Orchestra to perform the work in the Philadelphia
Kimmel Center Concert Hall as the result of a grant for this concert by
the SRUTI Foundation, a non-profit Indian cultural organization based
in the Philadelphia area and dedicated to present Indian classical music
programs. Indian classical music is among the most advanced and
sophisticated art forms in the world. The Kimmel Center Performance
received a standing ovation and the orchestra received many accolades for
its outstanding playing.

Dr. Sarch and Mr. Khan collaborated to bring this music to fruition as
a result of grants by “Pennsylvania Partners in the Arts”, “Sigma Alpha
Iota Philanthropies”, the Bradford County Regional Arts Council and
“Pennsylvania Performing Arts on Tour” (PennPat). The premiere took
place in Steadman Theatre on December 8, 2004 and was recorded. A CD
was produced of the performance.

The Orchestra was excited and honored to receive this invitation to
perform at the Kimmel Center and rehearsed many hours to prepare for
this event. The orchestra members include outstanding string, wind, brass
and percussion students from the university music department. The MU
Symphony Orchestra under the direction of conductor Kenneth Sarch,
has won the acclaim of audiences both locally and of the public who have
heard the orchestra on tour. The orchestra has performed in Coudersport,
Galeton, Tioga, Lancaster, Harrisburg, Canton, Williamsport, Hanover,
Johnstown, Altoona, Lewisburg and Athens in Pennsylvania; in Corning
Community College, Elmira and Horseheads, New York, and at the State
Capitol in Harrisburg as well as on the Lycoming College Noon Series. The
MU Symphony Orchestra recorded its first CD, which was released in the
Fall of 2002.

Shafaatullah Khan is internationally recognized as one of India’s masters
of the sitar. He has distinguished himself by his mastery of three different
Indian instruments: Sitar, Tabla (drums) and the Surbahar. Mr. Khan
represents the eighth generation in a renowned family of musicians of
India whose lineage can be traced back over 400 years! Shafaatullah Khan
has performed all over the world including the Acropolis in Greece, Royal
Albert Hall in London, the Great Hall of the Kremlin in Moscow, and Lincoln
Center in New York and the Smithsonian in Washington, DC.

Department Chair and Director of Bands Dr. Adam Brennan has had a
busy year! In March, Brennan was elected to the American Bandmasters
Association and will be officially inducted next March in ceremonies at
the ABA Convention in Miami, Florida. Brennan continues the tradition
that all Directors of Bands at Mansfield University have been elected to
this prestigious organization. Brennan also premiered a new work that
was commissioned by the local chapter (Beta Omicron) of Phi Mu Alpha
Sinfonia. The work , titled “Red, Black and Gold!” was written for men’s
chorus, wind ensemble and orchestra so that the entire department could
celebrate the chapter’s 75th Anniversary at MU and was premiered at
the inaugural concert of new MU President, Dr. Maravene Loeschke this
past March. Brennan has also been commissioned to compose a work
for Tau Beta Sigma which will be completed this coming December and
premiered in the Spring of 2008 by the Concert Wind Ensemble. In the
Fall, Brennan served as the music coordinator, arranger and production
designer for the Rochester International Marine Tattoo, writing for over
800 performing musicians and giving two live performances of the event
with an international cast. He also maintained a very busy guest conducting
schedule which included a district band and regional band for PMEA and
numerous festivals in and out of PA. He is currently working on final
production of the wind ensemble’s latest compact disc recording which
will be available this Fall. The recording, which is as yet untitled, will
feature works such as Berlioz’ “Rakoczy March” from the Damnation of
Faust; Creston’s Celebration Overture; Whitacre’s October; Sparke’s Dance
Movements and Holst's Mooreside March.

Douglas Crowder of the voice department had a truly international year,
teaching Mansfield students, regional students in the High School Choral/
Vocal Camp and visiting college students from Korea. He was the reader in
the PRISM concerts, gave a vocal technique workshop at the Young Men'’s
Choral Festival and performed with violinist Laura Orshaw at the Gmeiner
Art and Culture Center in a lecture/recital of traditional American music.

He also gave guest lectures in three classes: Music History, Introduction
to Music and World Music, on topics ranging from Monteverdi’s Nuove
Musiche, to Latin American folk and popular music, to traditional American
music. Interspersed in the lectures were live performances, and in the case
of Latin American music, demonstrations on indigenous flutes, drum and
stringed instruments. Dr. Crowder was honored with 2 nomination into
membership in Phi Mu Alpha Sinfonia fraternity.

Susan Laib, oboe and
David Wetzel, Clarinet as The Mansfield Trio at the The International Double
Reed Society Convention, June 16th in Ithaca, NY.
