topics.

Double Reed Professor Susan Laib announces that, after much ado, she received the Doctor of 

Music degree from Florida State University on April 25, 1997. Her doctoral treatise, An 

Annotated Bibliography of Original Works For Solo Oboe With Wind Accompaniment And An 

Appendix of Arranged Works, was completed this spring. The intent of the project was to find as 

many original works for solo oboe with wind accompaniment as possible and to provide a 

practical reference source of works for this instrumentation. Nobody, least of all the researcher, 

had any idea just how many works for oboe and band actually existed. The preliminary research 

had turned up about 20 original pieces. In the end, 133 original works were identified, of which 

59 were located and annotated. The bibliography also has 93 listings of arranged works.
