Choral Activities
The MU Festival Chorus will perform “A German Requiem” by
Johannes Brahms on Saturday, April 7, 2001, at 8 pm and Sunday,
April 8, at 3 pm. A large orchestra of student and professional
players will accompany the chorus. The soloists are professionals
from the area, Dr. Margaret Hannegraaf, soprano, from Elmira,
NY, and Dr. Douglas Crowder, baritone, from Wellsboro, and a
member of the MU voice faculty.

Brahms departed from the traditional Latin text of the Catholic
liturgy using texts from Martin Luther’s Bible in the German
language instead. In doing so, he clearly revealed his intent to
write so that the people of his country would understand his
message of comfort to the bereaved and his blessing of eternal
peace for the departed. The chorus will perform an English
edition by Lara Hoggard, which reflects the musical nuances of
the German text, yet presents the work in the language of the
listeners. Next to Handel’s Messiah, the Brahms Requiem is said
to be the most often performed of all choral-orchestral works.

The Concert Choir received invitations to appear at both the
MENC EasternDivision Convention in Pittsburgh and the PMEA
State Conference in Hershey! The Concert Choir has achieved a

reputation of excellence, having been invited by taped audition
each of the last nine years to perform at state, regional, national,
or international choral conventions. They performed at the
Pennsylvania State Music Conferences in 1993 and 1998, the
Music Educators National Convention in 1994, the MENC
Eastern Division Conventions in 1995 and 1997, the ACDA-PA
Summer Conference in 1999, and the 2000 Eastern Division
ACDA Convention. In 1996, they were a finalist in the Florilege
Vocal de Tours Choral Competition in Tours, France.

Their program at each performance this spring will vary. In
Pittsburgh, thechoir will present “Magnificent Magnifcats.” The
program presents four different settings of the same text,
“Magnificat.” The concert will open with “Magnificat” for triple
choir by Andrea Gabrieli followed by the great masterpiece,
“Magnificat in D,” of J. S. Bach presented by the Concert Choir
and student soloists with orchestra. Then follows a setting of the
text by Arvo Part, and the concert closes with the rousing “Gospel
Magnificat” by Robert Ray. The choir’s other concerts will feature
a program of Renaissance to 20th-century works including folk
songs and spirituals.

The Music Department is proud to be designated as a “Sphere of Excellence” at Mansfield University. This qualified us to apply for a
Program Initiative Grant from the State System of Higher Education. The grant has been approved and we will be able to use it to
satisfy many of our needs. A much needed Steinway concert grand piano will be paid in full. The Mountie Marching Band, which has
doubled in size, will be outfitted with new uniforms and badly needed instruments. Our Concert Choir and Concert Wind Ensemble
will be able to perform at this Spring’s PMEA Conference, plus the Concert Choir will also perform at MENC East. Twenty percent of
the Concert Choir’s May, 2001 concert tour of Europe will also be covered by grant funds. The ensemble libraries will be significantly
expanded and equipment such as an electric violin, a new cello, stage speakers and choir risers can now be purchased.

The grant application asked about our current fund raising activities. We generally receive between $15,000 and $20,000 per year from
our many generous supporters. Most of this money is invested in scholarships and we are seeking ways by which we can eventually
endow a faculty position. This is only one of our dreams and it is by your kind help that we hope to realize them. In addition to
receiving the State System grant, we have been able to use unrestricted donations to the Mansfield Foundation for the purchase of a
beautiful sounding new set of timpani as well as the first contrabassoon ever owned by the department.

Sphere of Excellence



Dr. Youngsuck Kim performed “Alfred” from Die Fledermaus
by J. Strauss.

He
also directed the Chancel Choir and the Curtis Institute of Music
student string quartet in the “Candlelight Concert,” which took
place on December 3rd in the Old Orchard First United Methodist
Church. On December 17th, he was invited to be tenor soloist for
Messiah by Handel, in Detroit. In January, he attended the NATS
Winter Workshop 2001: Music Theatre and the Belt Voice in New
York City. Dr. Kim also performed a recital accompanied by Yuri
Ilinov at Anabel Taylor Hall, Cornell University on Oct 2, 2000.
For their winter vacation, Dr Kim, with his wife and two children,
Francis, 16 and Genevieve, 10, drove to Miami. They enjoyed
snorkeling in Key Largo, air boating in the Everglades, visiting
the Kennedy Space Center, and a multitude of other things. It has
been about 10 years since Dr. Kim and his wife visited Miami,
where they finished their doctoral degrees from the University of
Miami.

Dr. Shellie Gregorich, professor of Music Theory and Piano,
attended “Toronto 2000, Musical Intersections” in November. As
a joint convention of 14 music societies which drew over 7000
people, it proved to be a significant event in the music world. She
accompanied Dr. Douglas Crowder in a recital for the Wednesday
Morning Musicales at the Gmeiner Center in Wellsboro on
January 10th. They thrilled the audience with selections from
Schumann’s “Liederkreis” and songs by Carlos Guastavino. Dr.
Gregorich will be a guest speaker at the Great Lakes Chapter of
the College Music Society at Mount Union College in Alliance,
OH on March 31st. She will present a session on methods by
which music performance can be incorporated within music
theory instruction.Dr. Mark-Daniel Schmid has received a partial
grant from MU to conduct a research project on composer
Richard Strauss and how his tone poems were first received in
Switzerland. He is also in the process of co-editing a new book
called the Strauss Companion which will be published in 2001.
The Canadian Journal of Musicology will publish his “From
Neutöner to Reactionary: Richard Strauss and Modernism” this
year as well. This is based on a paper that Dr. Schmid presented
last June at l’Universitè de Sherbrooke in Quebec. As our
professor of Music History and Piano, Dr. Schmid is an expert on
Richard Strauss and his influence upon the modernist movement
in 20th century music. On a lighter note, he will present a lecture
on the use of borrowed music in motion picture soundtracks as
part of the MU Faculty Lecture Series called, “Stop, Thief! Or
Whose Music Is It Anyway?” He continues to accompany his
wife Jennifer on her solo voice recitals and with her, he is
contentedly enjoying their six-month-old daughter.

Nancy Boston, professor of Piano, has ambitious plans for the
spring semester. She joined Sera Smolen, instructor of Cello &
Double Bass, in a recital at MU on January 29th. They will repeat
their show at Lodi, Ithaca and Binghamton, NY. Dr. Boston will
also play with the Laural Chamber Players at MU on February
25th in a concert featuring Faure’s “First Piano Concerto.” She
has long been recognized for her scholarship on women in music
and this semester marks the first offering of a course she has
developed on the topic. MU is currently in the process of
purchasing a new nine-foot Steinway concert grand piano and she
is looking forward to selecting one in person at Steinway Hall in
NYC on February 9th. We are extremely grateful for all the
contributions made by our alumni to the piano fund.

Dr. Kenneth Sarch has been invited to conduct the District 3-4-6
Festival Orchestra at Tussey Mountain H.S. in January at Saxton,
PA. The program he has chosen includes the “Finale” from
Beethoven’s Symphony #5, “Crown Imperial March” by Walton,
“March to the Scaffold” from the Symphonie Fantastique of
Berlioz, “Oboe Concerto” by Handel, Nelhybel’s “A Mighty
Fortress” and Bernstein’s “Selections from West Side Story.” As
our director of Orchestral Activities and professor of String
Studies, Dr. Sarch counts this as his third invitation to conduct
district orchestra festivals in PA. He will also travel to Mill Hall to
present a string clinic for the talented high school string players
who have been selected to perform in this year’s PA Western
Regional State Orchestra. Dr. Sarch will be the featured guest
conductor for the Newark, DE Public Schools in March where he
will present string clinics and conduct a concert which will
include his recently published string orchestra work, “Ahlan
Sabaya Alfarah - Arabic Dance.” He will round out his off-
campus conducting schedule with a residency as guest clinician
and conductor in Binghamton, NY where he will conduct a
concert featuring “Ahlan Sabaya Alfarah” as well as an earlier
work, “Colonial Williamsburg Odyssey.” Dr. Sarch will perform a
public recital at MU on February 25th with MU Professor of
Piano, Dr. Nancy Boston and the Laurel Trio in works by
Beethoven and Faure.

Dr. Douglas Crowder is well noted as a guest vocal clinician. He
spoke last August at the ACDA Conference held at Penn State
where he presented “On The Care And Training Of The Young
Voice.” He also delivered this topic at the PMTA Conference at
Elizabethtown College and at MU for the ACDA Young Men’s
Choral Conference in November. Dr. Crowder was accompanied
by Dr. Shellie Gregorich, Professor of Theory and Piano, in a
recital of Schumann Lieder and Hispanic Songs at the Gmeiner
Cultural Center in Wellsboro on January 10th. Last summer he
enjoyed a trip to Montreal where he worked on his French and
took in the sights.
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Angela McBrearty, professor of Flute and Music Education, has
recently had two articles published. “Everything I Learned About
The Flute, I Learned In An Etude” appears in the October, 2000
issue of Flute Talk and “Teaching Creativity and Improvisation
Through Baroque Music” is found in the latest issue of the PMEA
News. She has also recently won the principal flute positionin the
Williamsport Symphony orchestra. Besides her recital and concert
performances, Mrs. McBrearty will present clinics on flute
pedagogy and creativity in instrumental music at both the
NYSSMA and PMEA Conferences. Her second annual Flutissimo
day was a huge success. About 100 flute players in grades 7-12

from 10 schools in PA and NY participated in a day-long festival
which culminated in an evening performance. The MU Flute Choir
of 18 members and the select MU Flute Quartet were showcased
on a concert that also included the massed force of all 100+
players in a rendition of “When The Saints Go Marching In.” She
is also in the process of organizing an alumni flute choir to
perform on occasion at MU and in communities in PA and NY.

The MU Symphony Orchestra will be on its annual tour during
February 28th - March 1st. The orchestra will present a combined
concert with the Williamsport Area H.S. Orchestra on February
28th in which WAHS conductor, Walter Straiton will share the
podium with Dr. Kenneth Sarch. The orchestra will perform on
March 1st at Corning Community College and at public schools in
Horseheads and Elmira, NY. The orchestra has developed into an
ensemble which he is happy to share with an ever expanding
audience.

Moving this
event to a Friday will make it possible for more school bands to
participate. Each will have a half hour on stage to perform for the
adjudicators who will then work directly with all the bands. One
will be selected to open the evening concert at 7:30 p.m. The
MUJE will perform its set followed by this year’s guest ensemble,
The Kenny Werner Quartet. Kenny Werner has performed with
many of the great jazz musicians of the past 30 years. As the
author of Effortless Mastery, he is changing musicians’
conceptions on how to practice, play and listen. The quartet’s
feature saxophonist, Chris Potter is known for the ease with which
he moves among the many styles of modern jazz. Drummer Ralph
Peters has released six critically acclaimed recordings and he has
won the prestigious Swing Journal Gold Disc Award. Bassist
Johannes Weidermueller was born in Germany where he was a
student of classical bass before he came to America.
