On Saturday, December 6, Dr. Sue Laib and three members of her Double Reed studio traveled
to Clarion University for a Master Class with Thomas Stacy, Solo English Hornist with the New
York Philharmonic. Nine students from 4 different universities performed: Clarion, Penn State,
West Virginia, and Mansfield. MU was very well represented by Erin Noble, performing the
English horn solo from Berliozs "Roman Carnival Overture,” and Megan Fleming, who
performed the first movement of the Hindemith Oboe Sonata. Also in attendance from MU was
sophomore oboist Bob Rowe. This was a unique opportunity for oboe and English horn students
from the north-central Pennsylvania area to be exposed to the musical ideas and wisdom of a
world-class player such as Thomas Stacy, who has been hailed as "the Heifetz of the English
horn” by The New York Times, and was called "a poet among craftsmen™ by Leonard Bernstein.
The masterclass lasted 2 1/2hours and included demonstrations by Mr. Stacy as well as the 9
student performers, who recieved feed-back and suggestions from the English horn Maestro.

Last summer Dr. Boston traveled in Russia and Finland 5 1/2 weeks. While in St. Petersburg, she
performed a solo piano program of mostly American music. One of these concerts took place in
the throne room of the Peterhof Palace. While at the St. Petersburg Academy of Culture, she
gave a lecture on the music of Aaron Copland, and taught a masterclass with Academy piano
students. Her visit in Volgograd occurred during the final exam period, so she sat in on a day of
concerts presented by piano students at the "College of Music", for their final exams. After the
exams she had a discussion hour with the piano faculty, answering their many questions about
the American University music programs, levels of students and requirements. In Finland, she
discussed the same things with piano faculty of the Sibelius Academy, (the main conservatory of
music in Finland). They were also interested in faculty concerns like tenure, and faculty
evaluation, something which is being introduced there. She also team taught a lesson with a
Finish student.

Dr. Boston is looking forward to her spring sabbatical. She has an apartment in Lucerne
Switzerland for 2 months. During this time she will be researching piano music by Swiss wome
composers at several private and public collections in Zurich, Basel, Geneva and Lausanne. She
has been in contact with the directors of these collections and received a lot of positive support,
including introductions to other sources once she arrives.
